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Methodology

Please read the following points before beginning to work.

This manual teaches written Arabic common to all Arabic speaking countries, not to be
confused with the spoken Arabic (dialect). The songs at the end of each week give an idea of
the Egyptian dialect, widely spoken and understood thanks to Egyptian cinema and music.
Once the well defined parallel between the two registers is understood it will be easy to move
in and out of other dialects, which can vary from one region to another within a single country.

No dictionary nor grammar book will be necessary to continue. However the help of an
Arabophone can be highly beneficial but should not be distracting.

One must avoid both the phonetic transcription into latin characters as well as the crutch of
relying on the short vowels.

Repetition exercises thanks to the Audio supplement should become routine as part of the
process of adapting to the sounds unknown to English. Although adapting to the vowels is a
much more lengthy process, concentrated effort from the beginning will avoid reliance.

Writing/Script: Keep in mind the nuances of the script; the continuity, the direction (right to
left), and the points. Pay attention to the shape/form of each letter and to the strict proportions
with which each letter is written.

There is a total of 28 letters of which 6 do not connect to the proceeding letter. There is no
break in the line continuity of a word unless in the case of one of these 6 letters. There is neither
uppercase nor lowercase in Arabic.

A strong repertoire of vocabulary is important (both for pronounciation and orthography) for
a strong command of Arabic. A personal repertoire is key and it is useful to classify vocabulary
by theme and grammatical form. Thematic charts and lists are available on the site and lists
organized by theme and grammatical form are provided in each "week" and should be well
utilized.

Arabic verb conjugation is very simple and can be explained in one page. A supplementary
reference is not necessary.

The frequent use of proper nouns in this lesson serves both to teach how Arabs pronounce
common references as well as to practice pronunciation of new sounds.

Arabic names have meanings as common words and thus it is useful to note the new names
and their meanings' as they are encountered.
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Writing/Script

Each letter contains four forms according to its position in the word and attaches to the
letters preceeding and proceeding it accordingly

Initial: At the beginning of a word and proceeded by a letter
Middle: In the middle of a word and both preceeded and proceeded by letters
Final: At the end of a word, preceeded by a letter but with no letter following

Isolated: No attachment to the letter preceeding nor proceeding; this occurs for a letter at the
end of a word if preceeded by one of the letters without a "tail."

The script runs right to left and almost two thirds of the letters are written with one, two,
or three dots. As certain letters share the exact same shape, they distinguish from one another
soley by the quantity and placement of dots.

The letter Alifis prounced like "A" in Anne [except if indicated otherwise by use of different
vowels which normally occurs when Alif begins a word]. The article Ji is the mark of definition
in Arabic and whose prounciation can vary depending on the letter that proceedes it. The
"Alif" proceeded by "Lam" must be written where it is no longer vertical but a diagonal bar
stemming towards the corner of a perpendicular "y". There are three long vowels which are
written and three short vowels which are not written. Some of the words on page 1 are not
found in literary Arabic but are used to jumpstart the process of learning to write. The others are
presented to practice the Arabic script as well as for their stimulating semantic meaning. The
Arabic numbers (in fact originally the Indian numbers adapted by the Arabs by their addition
of a character for the Sanskrit space indicating zero) have two common aspects and one must
carefully obeserve them to discover their similarity in origin. In order to learn the numbers,
listen carefully to their pronounciation, then listen while observing their digit placement in
each of the four units. Note: The order of the digits in a number is the following: single unit
at the far right, tens unit, hundreds unit, thousands, however this differs from the manner in
which they are pronounced.
